And this is the offering which ye shall take of them: gold, and
silver, and brass; and blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine
linen, and goats’ hair; and rams’ skins dyed red, and sealskins,
and acacia-wood; oil for the light, spices for the anointing oil,
and for the sweet incense; onyx stones, and stones to be set, for
the ephod, and for the breastplate. And let them make Me a
sanctuary, that I may dwell among them.

The pictures contained in this book, together with the scripture
texts pertaining to each, will take us through a study of what
Moses actually experienced and witnessed while he was with
the Lord in the mount for forty days and forty nights.

The models of the tabernacle and all the furnishings and

costumes, described in Exodus, chapters 25 to 40, plus other
illustrations of events recorded during the wilderness journey;,
have been made by the author over a period of forty years. This
work was done in a quiet manner at night time, for the days
were occupied with the common tasks of life. A great many
more studies in pictures was actually accomplished than is
shown in these photographs. Each picture has a scripture text
so that all may clearly see how great in love and wisdom is the
Lord God of Israel, the architect of the Tabernacle.

And the Mishkan was taken down; and the sons of Ger-
shon and the sons of Merari, who bore the Mishkan,

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The structure of the sockets is not mentioned in the
TaNaKh. They may have interlocked as shown in
the picture. This displays the inside of the sockets,
a copper pin inserted, and with sand surrounding
reaching their top. This would give a smooth surface
to the floor and make a secure foundation for holding

the boards.

And thou shalt make for the screen five pillars of
acacia, and overlay them with gold; their hooks shall
be of gold; and thou shalt cast five sockets of brass for

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The Merari Levites are surrounding the foundation and
ready to place the boards and the pillars into the sockets.
There were one hundred and five sockets, one hundred of
silver and five of copper.

Notice the four silver sockets between the holy and the
most holy and the five copper sockets at the entrance.
And the hundred talents of silver were for casting the
sockets of the sanctuary, and the sockets of the veil: a
hundred sockets for the hundred talents, a talent for a

socket. Exodus 38:27

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And he made the boards for the tabernacle of acacia-
wood, standing up. Ten cubits was the length of a
board, and a cubit and a half the breadth of each board.
Each board had two tenons, joined one to another.
Thus did he make for all the boards of the tabernacle.

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One of Meraris wagons brings scaffolds. Some ar-
rangements must have been made to lift the Levites

high enough to insert the long bars into the rings.

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And he made bars of acacia-wood: five for the boards
of the one side of the tabernacle, and five bars for the
boards of the other side of the tabernacle, and five
bars for the boards of the tabernacle for the hinder
part westward.

The top bars may have been about twelve or thirteen
feet from the ground. The two top bars were each

twenty-two and a half feet long.
